The New Hampshire Personnel Appeals Board (McNicholas, Johnson and Rule) met Wednesday,
November 10,1993, to consider both the State of New Hampshire's Motion for Leave to Depose
the appellant in the above-captioned appeal, and the appellant's objection to that motion.

Per-A 204.02(b) of the Rules of the Personnel Appeals Board states:

In exceptional cases, either party may request that the Board order formal discovery,
including requests for admissions, requests for' production, interrogatories and
depositions. The requesting party shall set forth those factors which it believes support
its request for additional discovery.

Having reviewed the Motion and Objection, understanding that formal discovery would allow
the parties to properly present the appeal, and finding that the appellant would suffer no
prejudice by being deposed in this instance, the Board voted unanimously to grant the State's
Motion for Leave to Depose the appellant, Ms. Marlena Keyser. The parties shall advise the
Board within ten days of the date on which the deposition is scheduled, and shall forward a
copy of said deposition to the Board upon its completion.
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
