Topic:  New Law Changes Regarding State Procurement
 
In 2014 the legislature established a procurement study committee to review the state procurement process and make recommendations to improve and standardize the state procurement process.  At the recommendation of the legislative study committee, the general court enacted some new legislation during the last session that all state agencies will need to follow when they issue and award Request for Bids (RFB’s), Request for Proposals (RFP’s) and Request for Application (RFA’s).  Effective January 1, 2016 all state agencies are required to follow the new procedures.
 
Attached is a copy of the legislation, a narrative that summarizes the new changes, and two process flow charts that illustrate the new process.
