Navigation link requirements

To ensure ease of use within and between state government web sites, all pages shall utilize left navigation.  The first link shall be to the Department Home Page.

link to state’s portal site (http://www.nh.gov)

Privacy Policy

link to state’s privacy statement (http://www.nh.gov/disclaimer.html).  A department may link to its own policy as long as it contains a link to the state page.

Accessibility Policy

link to state’s accessibility statement (http://www.nh.gov/wai/index.html).  A department may link to its own policy as long as it contains a link to the state page.

Site Map

link to department site map.  Every department must develop and maintain a site map that provides access to all underlying pages in a linear format.

Contact Us

provide either form or email contact information.  Contact shall include

1. link to program staff responsible for content/program on the page

2. link to webmaster for assistance using the site
